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Proceeding from the structure of language at its different levels and facts of its use, the author maintains that human consciousness interacts everywhere with linguistic system to perform the task of human communication. This entails that formal analysis and formal logic, in spite of their enormous contributions, cannot be expected to solve all problems of linguistic study. Instead, linguists should face problems of language use in interaction with human consciousness, starting from linguistic facts and using all suitable forms of logic, including that of dialectics, and checking their results against facts of reality or in the course of further language use.
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
