Analysis of Bulldozer (under construction)
Theoretical background:

Scholars have often claimed that the metaphorical use of the word ‘bulldozer’ to refer to people who are obstinate and do not take people’s feelings into account has been conventionalised in the language. The argument goes that due to frequent exposure to this familiar metaphor, people have probably developed an extra sense for the word in memory. Understanding utterances such as ‘my boss is a bulldozer’ would so not involve an inferential process whereby the meaning of the word ‘bulldozer’ is metaphorically understood, it would simply involve the retrieval of a ready-made meaning from memory. 

Hypothesis 1: 

There are several ways corpus work can help us test this view. If the word ‘bulldozer’ is conventional in the language, then the frequency of occurrence of this word in its metaphorical meaning in corpus database should be considerately high. Also, providing the corpus reflects everyday use and everyday affairs, we would expect the metaphorical occurrences to be higher than the literal occurrences. 

Relevance Theory has claimed that the concept conveyed in using a word is often not the concept encoded by that word. Instead, the concept encoded is only used as cue to an inferential process which would consider the assumptions these concept gives access to in memory in their order of accessibility and start adding them to the context as premises so to derive the interpretation the speaker may have intended to convey. Following a path of least effort, the hearer may arrive at an optimally relevant interpretation of the speaker’s utterance only after having considered a sub-set of the assumptions the encoded concepts gave access to. This selective processing often results in the alteration of the denotation of the encoded concept and so in the construction of a new concept ad hoc. In the case of metaphorically intended words, the ad hoc concept that results from this process is generally a concept boarder than the encoded concept and so used to denote a wider set of entities in the world than this concept.

The word ‘bulldozer’ used metaphorically has sometime been seen as problematic to Relevance Theory and indeed to any theory in the market because the assumptions (or as others prefer ‘properties’) associated to the concept encoded by the word ‘bulldozer’   (or as others prefer ‘the metaphor vehicle’) are not the set of assumptions the speaker intends to convey of the speaker. So in saying that my boss is a bulldozer I do not intend to convey that he moves the earth but that he is inconsiderate and stubborn. These human properties cannot be found in the encyclopaedic entry of the concept BULLDOZER which is used to denote a type of machinery. Unlike early and modern approaches to metaphor, Relevance Theory can bridge the gap between the assumptions encoded by the word ‘bulldozer’ and the assumptions conveyed by the speaker in using this word by pragmatic inference. So even if the assumptions associated to the encoded concept would not immediately accepted as intended by the speaker, they would be used as input for further inferential work. 
Hypothesis 2:
Although it is difficult for corpus cannot per se provide evidence for this inferential work, corpus research can shed light on the set of assumptions which people normally consider when using the word ‘bulldozer’ in non-metaphorical contexts. If corpus shows people over and over access roughly the same assumptions when processing the word ‘bulldozer’ in different contexts and over and over derive roughly the same implications, we can assume that when presented in a metaphorical context, these assumptions and implications would be highly accessible to the hearer and would so be considered in the inferential process.
Hypothesis 3: 

If the frequency of occurrence of metaphorical uses of the word ‘bulldozer’ are considerably lower than the literal occurrences but the set of assumptions and implications accessed and intended in these literal uses are recurrent, this may suggest the metaphor is not conventional, or dead, as some scholars assume, but simply easily understood because of the accessibility and high activation of the assumptions and implications which the word is usually taken to convey.
